Chapter 8 verses 1 through 10

fathers. And you shall remember all the way which the LoRD your God has led you these
forty years in the wilderness, that he might humble you, testing you to know what was in
your heart, whether you would keep his commandments, or not.

But he charged and
commanded them to tell this to no one, saying, “The Son of man must suffer many things,
and be rejected by the elders and chief priests and scribes, and be killed, and on the third
day be raised.” And he said to all, “If any man would come after me, let him deny himself
and take up his cross daily and follow me. For whoever would save his life will lose it; and
whoever loses his life for my sake, he will save it. For what does it profit a man if he gains
the whole world and loses or forfeits himself? For whoever is ashamed of me and of my
words, of him will the Son of man be ashamed when he comes in his glory and the glory
of the Father and of the holy angels.
