14 But as for me, O LORD, I cry to you for help; * 

    in the morning my prayer comes before you. 
 

  

15 LORD, why have you rejected me? * 

    why have you hidden your face from me? 
 

  

16 Ever since my youth, I have been wretched and at the 

                             point of death; * 

    I have borne your terrors with a troubled mind. 
 

  

17 Your blazing anger has swept over me; * 

    your terrors have destroyed me; 
 

  

18 They surround me all day long like a flood; * 

    they encompass me on every side. 
 

  

19 My friend and my neighbor you have put away from me, * 

    and darkness is my only companion.

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The Lesson 

Officiant A Reading from the Letter of Paul to the Romans  

Chapter 6 verses 1 through 11 

What shall we say then? Are we to continue in sin that grace may abound? By no means! 

How can we who died to sin still live in it? Do you not know that all of us who have been 

baptized into Christ Jesus were baptized into his death? We were buried therefore with 

him by baptism into death, so that as Christ was raised from the dead by the glory of the 

Father, we too might walk in newness of life. For if we have been united with him in a 

death like his, we shall certainly be united with him in a resurrection like his. We know 

that our old self was crucified with him so that the sinful body might be destroyed, and 

we might no longer be enslaved to sin. For he who has died is freed from sin. But if we 

have died with Christ, we believe that we shall also live with him. For we know that 

Christ being raised from the dead will never die again; death no longer has dominion over 

him. The death he died he died to sin, once for all, but the life he lives he lives to God. So 

you also must consider yourselves dead to sin and alive to God in Christ Jesus.
