Christ Our Passover Pascha Nostrum
1 Corinthians 5:7-8; Romans 6:9-11; 1 Corinthians 15:20-22

Alleluia.
Christ our Passover is sacrificed for us; *
therefore let us keep the feast,
Not with old leaven,
neither with the leaven of malice and wickedness, *
but with the unleavened bread of sincerity and truth. Alleluia.

Christ being raised from the dead dieth no more; *
death hath no more dominion over him.

For in that he died, he died unto sin once; *
but in that he liveth, he liveth unto God.

Likewise reckon ye also yourselves to be dead indeed unto sin, *
but alive unto God through Jesus Christ our Lord.

Let all the house of Israel therefore know assuredly that God has made him both Lord and
Christ, this Jesus whom you crucified.” Now when they heard this they were cut to the
heart, and said to Peter and the rest of the apostles, “Brethren, what shall we do?” And
Peter said to them, “Repent, and be baptized every one of you in the name of Jesus Christ
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for the forgiveness of your sins; and you shall receive the gift of the Holy Spirit. For the
promise is to you and to your children and to all that are far off, every one whom the Lord
our God calls to him.” And he testified with many other words and exhorted them, saying,
“Save yourselves from this crooked generation.” So those who received his word were
baptized, and there were added that day about three thousand souls.
