The Lesson 

Officiant A Reading from the First Letter of John  

Chapter 4 verses 7 through 16 

Beloved, let us love one another; for love is of God, and he who loves is born of God and 

knows God. He who does not love does not know God; for God is love. In this the love of 

God was made manifest among us, that God sent his only Son into the world, so that we 

might live through him. In this is love, not that we loved God but that he loved us and 

sent his Son to be the expiation for our sins. Beloved, if God so loved us, we also ought 

to love one another. No man has ever seen God; if we love one another, God abides in us 

and his love is perfected in us. By this we know that we abide in him and he in us, 

because he has given us of his own Spirit. And we have seen and testify that the Father 

has sent his Son as the Savior of the world. Whoever confesses that Jesus is the Son of 

God, God abides in him, and he in God. So we know and believe the love God has for us. 

God is love, and he who abides in love abides in God, and God abides in him.

Lord Jesus Christ, who didst stretch out thine arms of love 

on the hard wood of the cross that everyone might come 

within the reach of thy saving embrace: So clothe us in thy 

Spirit that we, reaching forth our hands in love, may bring 

those who do not know thee to the knowledge and love of 

thee; for the honor of thy Name. Amen. 

A Collect for the Unity of the Human Family  

O God, thou hast made us in thine own image and redeemed us  

through thy Son Jesus Christ, the Prince of Peace: Give us grace  

seriously to lay to heart the great dangers we are in by our unhappy  

and unjust divisions; look with compassion on the whole human  

family; take away the arrogance and hatred which infect our hearts;
