The Lesson, Acts 17:1-15                                                                                                 Revised Standard Version 

Now when Paul and Silas had passed through Amphipolis and Apollonia, they came to 
Thessalonica, where there was a synagogue of the Jews. And Paul went in, as was his custom, 
and for three weeks he argued with them from the scriptures, explaining and proving that it was 
necessary for the Christ to suffer and to rise from the dead, and saying, “This Jesus, whom I 
proclaim to you, is the Christ.” And some of them were persuaded, and joined Paul and Silas; 
as did a great many of the devout Greeks and not a few of the leading women. But the Jews 
were jealous, and taking some wicked fellows of the rabble, they gathered a crowd, set the city 
in an uproar, and attacked the house of Jason, seeking to bring them out to the people. And 
when they could not find them, they dragged Jason and some of the brethren before the city 
authorities, crying, “These men who have turned the world upside down have come here also, 
and Jason has received them; and they are all acting against the decrees of Caesar, saying that 
there is another king, Jesus.” And the people and the city authorities were disturbed when they 
heard this. And when they had taken security from Jason and the rest, they let them go. The 
brethren immediately sent Paul and Silas away by night to Beroea; and when they arrived they 
went into the Jewish synagogue. Now these Jews were more noble than those in Thessalonica, 
for they received the word with all eagerness, examining the scriptures daily to see if these things 
were so. Many of them therefore believed, with not a few Greek women of high standing as well 
as men. But when the Jews of Thessalonica learned that the word of God was proclaimed by 
Paul at Beroea also, they came there too, stirring up and inciting the crowds. Then the brethren 
immediately sent Paul off on his way to the sea, but Silas and Timothy remained there. Those 
who conducted Paul brought him as far as Athens; and receiving a command for Silas and 
Timothy to come to him as soon as possible, they departed.

Put away all malice and all guile and insincerity and envy and all slander. Like newborn 
babes, long for the pure spiritual milk, that by it you may grow up to salvation; for you 
have tasted the kindness of the Lord. Come to him, to that living stone, rejected by men 
but in God’s sight chosen and precious; and like living stones be yourselves built into a 
spiritual house, to be a holy priesthood, to offer spiritual sacrifices acceptable to God 
through Jesus Christ. For it stands in scripture: “Behold, I am laying in Zion a stone, a 
cornerstone chosen and precious, and he who believes in him will not be put to shame.”

This is my Blood of the new Covenant, which is shed for you 
and for many for the forgiveness of sins. Whenever you drink 
it, do this for the remembrance of me." 

Father, we now celebrate this memorial of our redemption. 
Recalling Christ's death and his descent among the dead, 
proclaiming his resurrection and ascension to your right 
hand, awaiting his coming in glory; and offering to you, from 
the gifts you have given us, this bread and this cup, we praise 
you and we bless you.
