The Lessons

Officiant A Reading from the Book of Job
Chapter 9 verses 1 through 15 and verses 32 through 35

Job answered: “Truly I know that it is so: But how can a man be just before God? If one
wished to contend with him, one could not answer him once in a thousand times. He is
wise in heart, and mighty in strength—who has hardened himself against him, and
succeeded?— he who removes mountains, and they know it not, when he overturns them
in his anger; who shakes the earth out of its place, and its pillars tremble; who commands
the sun, and it does not rise; who seals up the stars; who alone stretched out the heavens,
and trampled the waves of the sea; who made the Bear and Orion, the Plei'ades and the
chambers of the south; who does great things beyond understanding, and marvelous things
without number. Lo, he passes by me, and | see him not; he moves on, but | do not perceive
him. Behold, he snatches away; who can hinder him? Who will say to him, “What doest
thou?” God will not turn back his anger; beneath him bowed the helpers of Rahab. How
then can | answer him, choosing my words with him? Though | am innocent, | cannot
answer him; | must appeal for mercy to my accuser. For he is not a man, as | am, that |
might answer him, that we should come to trial together. There is no umpire between us,
who might lay his hand upon us both. Let him take his rod away from me, and let not dread
of him terrify me. Then | would speak without fear of him, for I am not so in myself.”

Officiant A Reading from the Gospel of John
Chapter 7 verses 37 through 52

On the last day of the feast of Tabernacles, the great day, Jesus stood up and proclaimed,
“If any one thirst, let him come to me and drink. He who believes in me, as the scripture
has said, ‘Out of his heart shall flow rivers of living water.””” Now this he said about the
Spirit, which those who believed in him were to receive; for as yet the Spirit had not been
given, because Jesus was not yet glorified. When they heard these words, some of the
people said, “This is really the prophet.” Others said, “This is the Christ.” But some said,
“Is the Christ to come from Galilee? Has not the scripture said that the Christ is descended
from David, and comes from Bethlehem, the village where David was?”” So there was a
division among the people over him. Some of them wanted to arrest him, but no one laid
hands on him. The officers then went back to the chief priests and Pharisees, who said to
them, “Why did you not bring him?” The officers answered, “No man ever spoke like this
man!” The Pharisees answered them, “Are you led astray, you also? Have any of the
authorities or of the Pharisees believed in him? But this crowd, who do not know the law,
are accursed.” Nicode'mus, who had gone to him before, and who was one of them, said to
them, “Does our law judge a man without first giving him a hearing and learning what he
does?” They replied, “Are you from Galilee too? Search and you will see that no prophet
is to rise from Galilee.”
