Peter, standing with the eleven, lifted up his voice and addressed the multitude, “Men of Israel, 
hear these words: Jesus of Nazareth, a man attested to you by God with mighty works and 
wonders and signs which God did through him in your midst, as you yourselves know—this 
Jesus, delivered up according to the definite plan and foreknowledge of God, you crucified and 
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killed by the hands of lawless men. But God raised him up, having loosed the pangs of death, 
because it was not possible for him to be held by it. For David says concerning him, ‘I saw the 
Lord always before me, for he is at my right hand that I may not be shaken; therefore my heart 
was glad, and my tongue rejoiced; moreover my flesh will dwell in hope.

The Holy Gospel, John 20:19-31                                                                                            Revised Standard Version 

Before the Gospel: Glory to you, Lord Christ. 

On the evening of that day, the first day of the week, the doors being shut where the disciples 
were, for fear of the Jews, Jesus came and stood among them and said to them, “Peace be with 
you.” When he had said this, he showed them his hands and his side. Then the disciples were glad 
when they saw the Lord. Jesus said to them again, “Peace be with you. As the Father has sent me, 
even so I send you.” And when he had said this, he breathed on them, and said to them, “Receive 
the Holy Spirit. If you forgive the sins of any, they are forgiven; if you retain the sins of any, they 
are retained.” Now Thomas, one of the twelve, called the Twin, was not with them when Jesus 
came. So the other disciples told him, “We have seen the Lord.” But he said to them, “Unless I 
see in his hands the print of the nails, and place my finger in the mark of the nails, and place my 
hand in his side, I will not believe.” Eight days later, his disciples were again in the house, and 
Thomas was with them. The doors were shut, but Jesus came and stood among them, and said, 
“Peace be with you.” Then he said to Thomas, “Put your finger here, and see my hands; and put 
out your hand, and place it in my side; do not be faithless, but believing.” Thomas answered him, 
“My Lord and my God!” Jesus said to him, “Have you believed because you have seen me? 
Blessed are those who have not seen and yet believe.” Now Jesus did many other signs in the 
presence of the disciples, which are not written in this book; but these are written that you may 
believe that Jesus is the Christ, the Son of God, and that believing you may have life in his name.

We acclaim you, holy Lord, glorious in power. Your mighty 
works reveal your wisdom and love. You formed us in your 
own image, giving the whole world into our care, so that, in 
obedience to you, our Creator, we might rule and serve all 
your creatures. When our disobedience took us far from you, 
you did not abandon us to the power of death. In your mercy 
you came to our help, so that in seeking you we might find 
you. Again and again you called us into covenant with you, 
and through the prophets you taught us to hope for salvation. 

Father, you loved the world so much that in the fullness of 
time you sent your only Son to be our Savior. Incarnate by 
the Holy Spirit, born of the Virgin Mary, he lived as one of 
us, yet without sin. To the poor he proclaimed the good news 
of salvation; to prisoners, freedom; to the sorrowful, joy. To 
fulfill your purpose he gave himself up to death; and, rising 
from the grave, destroyed death, and made the whole 
creation new. 

And, that we might live no longer for ourselves, but for him 
who died and rose for us, he sent the Holy Spirit, his own 
first gift for those who believe, to complete his work in 
the world, and to bring to fulfillment the sanctification of all. 

When the hour had come for him to be glorified by you, his 
heavenly Father, having loved his own who were in the 
world, he loved them to the end; at supper with them he took 
bread, and when he had given thanks to you, he broke it, and 
gave it to his disciples, and said, "Take, eat: This is my Body, 
which is given for you. Do this for the remembrance of me." 
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After supper he took the cup of wine; and when he had given 
thanks, he gave it to them, and said, "Drink this, all of you: 
This is my Blood of the new Covenant, which is shed for you 
and for many for the forgiveness of sins. Whenever you drink 
it, do this for the remembrance of me." 

Father, we now celebrate this memorial of our redemption. 
Recalling Christ's death and his descent among the dead, 
proclaiming his resurrection and ascension to your right 
hand, awaiting his coming in glory; and offering to you, from 
the gifts you have given us, this bread and this cup, we praise 
you and we bless you.
