1 Give thanks to the LORD, for he is good, *

16 For he shatters the doors of bronze * 
    and breaks in two the iron bars.  
  

17 Some were fools and took to rebellious ways; * 
    they were afflicted because of their sins.  
  

18 They abhorred all manner of food * 
    and drew near to death's door. 
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19 Then they cried to the LORD in their trouble, * 
    and he delivered them from their distress.  
  

20 He sent forth his word and healed them * 
    and saved them from the grave.  
  

21 Let them give thanks to the LORD for his mercy * 
    and the wonders he does for his children.  
  

22 Let them offer a sacrifice of thanksgiving * 
    and tell of his acts with shouts of joy. 

 
23 Some went down to the sea in ships * 

    and plied their trade in deep waters;  
  

24 They beheld the works of the LORD * 
    and his wonders in the deep.  
  

25 Then he spoke, and a stormy wind arose, * 
    which tossed high the waves of the sea.  
  

26 They mounted up to the heavens and fell back to the depths; * 
    their hearts melted because of their peril.  
  

27 They reeled and staggered like drunkards * 
    and were at their wits' end.  
  

28 Then they cried to the LORD in their trouble, * 
    and he delivered them from their distress.  
  

29 He stilled the storm to a whisper * 
    and quieted the waves of the sea.  
  

30 Then were they glad because of the calm, * 
    and he brought them to the harbor they were bound for.  
  

31 Let them give thanks to the LORD for his mercy * 
    and the wonders he does for his children.  
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32 Let them exalt him in the congregation of the people * 
    and praise him in the council of the elders.

The Lessons 
Officiant A Reading from the Book of Genesis   

Chapter 32 verse 22 through Chapter 33 verse 17 
Jacob arose and took his two wives, his two maids, and his eleven children, and crossed 
the ford of the Jabbok. He took them and sent them across the stream, and likewise 
everything that he had. And Jacob was left alone; and a man wrestled with him until the 
breaking of the day. When the man saw that he did not prevail against Jacob, he touched 
the hollow of his thigh; and Jacob’s thigh was put out of joint as he wrestled with him. Then 
he said, “Let me go, for the day is breaking.” But Jacob said, “I will not let you go, unless 
you bless me.” And he said to him, “What is your name?” And he said, “Jacob.” Then he 
said, “Your name shall no more be called Jacob, but Israel, for you have striven with God 
and with men, and have prevailed.” Then Jacob asked him, “Tell me, I pray, your name.” 
But he said, “Why is it that you ask my name?” And there he blessed him. So Jacob called 
the name of the place Peni′el, saying, “For I have seen God face to face, and yet my life is 
preserved.” The sun rose upon him as he passed Penu′el, limping because of his 
thigh. Therefore to this day the Israelites do not eat the sinew of the hip which is upon the 
hollow of the thigh, because he touched the hollow of Jacob’s thigh on the sinew of the 
hip. And Jacob lifted up his eyes and looked, and behold, Esau was coming, and four 
hundred men with him. So he divided the children among Leah and Rachel and the two 
maids. And he put the maids with their children in front, then Leah with her children, and 
Rachel and Joseph last of all. He himself went on before them, bowing himself to the 
ground seven times, until he came near to his brother. But Esau ran to meet him, and 
embraced him, and fell on his neck and kissed him, and they wept. And when Esau raised 
his eyes and saw the women and children, he said, “Who are these with you?” Jacob said, 
“The children whom God has graciously given your servant.” Then the maids drew near, 
they and their children, and bowed down; Leah likewise and her children drew near and 
bowed down; and last Joseph and Rachel drew near, and they bowed down. Esau said, 
“What do you mean by all this company which I met?” Jacob answered, “To find favor in 
the sight of my lord.” But Esau said, “I have enough, my brother; keep what you have for 
yourself.” Jacob said, “No, I pray you, if I have found favor in your sight, then accept my 
present from my hand; for truly to see your face is like seeing the face of God, with such 
favor have you received me. Accept, I pray you, my gift that is brought to you, because 
God has dealt graciously with me, and because I have enough.” Thus he urged him, and he 
took it. Then Esau said, “Let us journey on our way, and I will go before you.” But Jacob 
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said to him, “My lord knows that the children are frail, and that the flocks and herds giving 
suck are a care to me; and if they are overdriven for one day, all the flocks will die. Let my 
lord pass on before his servant, and I will lead on slowly, according to the pace of the cattle 
which are before me and according to the pace of the children, until I come to my lord in 
Se′ir.” So Esau said, “Let me leave with you some of the men who are with me.” But he 
said, “What need is there? Let me find favor in the sight of my lord.” So Esau returned that 
day on his way to Se′ir. But Jacob journeyed to Succoth, and built himself a house, and 
made booths for his cattle; therefore the name of the place is called Succoth.

Officiant A Reading from the Gospel of John   
Chapter 10 verses 31 through 42 

The Jews took up stones again to stone Jesus. He answered them, “I have shown you many 
good works from the Father; for which of these do you stone me?” The Jews answered 
him, “It is not for a good work that we stone you but for blasphemy; because you, being a 
man, make yourself God.” Jesus answered them, “Is it not written in your law, ‘I said, you 
are gods’? If he called them gods to whom the word of God came (and scripture cannot be

broken), do you say of him whom the Father consecrated and sent into the world, ‘You are 
blaspheming,’ because I said, ‘I am the Son of God’? If I am not doing the works of my 
Father, then do not believe me; but if I do them, even though you do not believe me, believe 
the works, that you may know and understand that the Father is in me and I am in the 
Father.” Again they tried to arrest him, but he escaped from their hands. He went away 
again across the Jordan to the place where John at first baptized, and there he 
remained. And many came to him; and they said, “John did no sign, but everything that 
John said about this man was true.” And many believed in him there.
