Chapter 14 verses 15 through 31

he dwells with you, and will be in you. “I will not leave you desolate; I will come to

you. Yet a little while, and the world will see me no more, but you will see me; because |
live, you will live also. In that day you will know that | am in my Father, and you in me,
and I in you. He who has my commandments and keeps them, he it is who loves me; and
he who loves me will be loved by my Father, and I will love him and manifest myself to
him.”
