A reading from the Book of Exodus. Chapter 12 verses 28 through 39.

28 Then the people of Israel went and did so; as the LORD had commanded Moses and
Aaron, so they did. 2° At midnight the LORD smote all the first-born in the land of
Egypt, from the first-born of Pharaoh who sat on his throne to the first-born of the
captive who was in the dungeon, and all the first-born of the cattle. 3* And Pharaoh
rose up in the night, he, and all his servants, and all the Egyptians; and there was a
great cry in Egypt, for there was not a house where one was not dead. 3! And he
summoned Moses and Aaron by night, and said, “Rise up, go forth from among my
people, both you and the people of Israel; and go, serve the LORD, as you have said.
32 Take your flocks and your herds, as you have said, and be gone; and bless me

also!”

33 And the Egyptians were urgent with the people, to send them out of the land in
haste; for they said, “We are all dead men.” 3* So the people took their dough before it
was leavened, their kneading bowls being bound up in their mantles on their
shoulders. 35 The people of Israel had also done as Moses told them, for they had
asked of the Egyptians jewelry of silver and of gold, and clothing; 3¢ and the LORD
had given the people favor in the sight of the Egyptians, so that they let them have
what they asked. Thus they despoiled the Egyptians.

37 And the people of Israel journeyed from Ram’eses to Succoth, about six hundred
thousand men on foot, besides women and children. 3% A mixed multitude also went
up with them, and very many cattle, both flocks and herds. 3* And they baked
unleavened cakes of the dough which they had brought out of Egypt, for it was not
leavened, because they were thrust out of Egypt and could not tarry, neither had they

prepared for themselves any provisions.

12 After this he appeared in another form to two of them, as they were walking into
the country. 13 And they went back and told the rest, but they did not believe them.

14 Afterward he appeared to the eleven themselves as they sat at table; and he
upbraided them for their unbelief and hardness of heart, because they had not
believed those who saw him after he had risen. '3 And he said to them, “Go into all
the world and preach the gospel to the whole creation. ¢ He who believes and is
baptized will be saved; but he who does not believe will be condemned. 7 And these
signs will accompany those who believe: in my name they will cast out demons; they
will speak in new tongues; '3 they will pick up serpents, and if they drink any deadly
thing, it will not hurt them; they will lay their hands on the sick, and they will
recover.”

19S0 then the Lord Jesus, after he had spoken to them, was taken up into heaven, and
sat down at the right hand of God. 2* And they went forth and preached everywhere,
while the Lord worked with them and confirmed the message by the signs that
attended it.
