18 And now that I am old and gray-headed, O God, do not 

                             forsake me, * 

    till I make known your strength to this generation 

    and your power to all who are to come. 
 

  

19 Your righteousness, O God, reaches to the heavens; * 

    you have done great things; 

    who is like you, O God? 
 

  

20 You have showed me great troubles and adversities, * 

    but you will restore my life 

    and bring me up again from the deep places of the earth. 
 

  

21 You strengthen me more and more; * 

    you enfold and comfort me, 

 

22 Therefore I will praise you upon the lyre for your 

                             faithfulness, O my God; * 

    I will sing to you with the harp, O Holy One of Israel. 
 

  

23 My lips will sing with joy when I play to you, * 

    and so will my soul, which you have redeemed. 
 

  

24 My tongue will proclaim your righteousness all day long, * 

    for they are ashamed and disgraced who sought 

                             to do me harm.

The Lesson 

Officiant  A Reading from the Letter of Paul to the Galatians 

Chapter 5 verses 16 through 24 

 
16 But I say, walk by the Spirit, and do not gratify the desires of the flesh. 17 For the 

desires of the flesh are against the Spirit, and the desires of the Spirit are against the flesh; 

for these are opposed to each other, to prevent you from doing what you would. 18 But if 

you are led by the Spirit you are not under the law. 19 Now the works of the flesh are 

plain: fornication, impurity, licentiousness, 20 idolatry, sorcery, enmity, strife, jealousy, 

anger, selfishness, dissension, party spirit, 21 envy,[b] drunkenness, carousing, and the like. 

I warn you, as I warned you before, that those who do such things shall not inherit the 

kingdom of God. 22 But the fruit of the Spirit is love, joy, peace, patience, kindness, 

goodness, faithfulness, 23 gentleness, self-control; against such there is no law. 24 And 

those who belong to Christ Jesus have crucified the flesh with its passions and desires.
