12 So he humbled their spirits with hard labor; * 

    they stumbled, and there was none to help. 
 

  

13 Then they cried to the LORD in their trouble, * 

    and he delivered them from their distress. 
 

  

14 He led them out of darkness and deep gloom * 

    and broke their bonds asunder. 
 

  

15 Let them give thanks to the LORD for his mercy * 

    and the wonders he does for his children. 
 

  

16 For he shatters the doors of bronze * 

    and breaks in two the iron bars. 
 

  

17 Some were fools and took to rebellious ways; * 

    they were afflicted because of their sins. 
 

  

18 They abhorred all manner of food * 

    and drew near to death's door. 
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19 Then they cried to the LORD in their trouble, * 

    and he delivered them from their distress. 
 

  

20 He sent forth his word and healed them * 

    and saved them from the grave. 
 

  

21 Let them give thanks to the LORD for his mercy * 

    and the wonders he does for his children. 
 

  

22 Let them offer a sacrifice of thanksgiving * 

    and tell of his acts with shouts of joy. 

 

23 Some went down to the sea in ships * 

    and plied their trade in deep waters; 
 

  

24 They beheld the works of the LORD * 

    and his wonders in the deep. 
 

  

25 Then he spoke, and a stormy wind arose, * 

    which tossed high the waves of the sea. 
 

  

26 They mounted up to the heavens and fell back to the depths; * 

    their hearts melted because of their peril. 
 

  

27 They reeled and staggered like drunkards * 

    and were at their wits' end. 
 

  

28 Then they cried to the LORD in their trouble, * 

    and he delivered them from their distress. 
 

  

29 He stilled the storm to a whisper * 

    and quieted the waves of the sea. 
 

  

30 Then were they glad because of the calm, * 

    and he brought them to the harbor they were bound for. 
 

  

31 Let them give thanks to the LORD for his mercy * 

    and the wonders he does for his children. 
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32 Let them exalt him in the congregation of the people * 

    and praise him in the council of the elders.

The Lessons 

Officiant A Reading from the Book of Hosea 

Chapter 10 verses 1 through 15 

 

Israel is a luxuriant vine that yields its fruit. The more his fruit increased the more altars he 

built; as his country improved he improved his pillars. Their heart is false; now they must 

bear their guilt. The LORD will break down their altars, and destroy their pillars. For now 

they will say: “We have no king, for we fear not the LORD, and a king, what could he do 

for us?” They utter mere words; with empty oaths they make covenants; so judgment 

springs up like poisonous weeds in the furrows of the field. The inhabitants of Samar′ia 

tremble for the calf of Beth-a′ven. Its people shall mourn for it, and its idolatrous priests 

shall wail over it, over its glory which has departed from it. Yea, the thing itself shall be 

carried to Assyria, as tribute to the great king. E′phraim shall be put to shame, and Israel 

shall be ashamed of his idol. Samar′ia’s king shall perish, like a chip on the face of the 

waters. The high places of Aven, the sin of Israel, shall be destroyed. Thorn and thistle 

shall grow up on their altars; and they shall say to the mountains, Cover us, and to the hills, 

Fall upon us. From the days of Gib′e-ah, you have sinned, O Israel; there they have 

continued. Shall not war overtake them in Gib′e-ah? I will come against the wayward 

people to chastise them; and nations shall be gathered against them when they are 

chastised for their double iniquity. E′phraim was a trained heifer that loved to thresh, and 

I spared her fair neck; but I will put E′phraim to the yoke, Judah must plow, Jacob must 

harrow for himself. Sow for yourselves righteousness, reap the fruit of steadfast love; break 

up your fallow ground, for it is the time to seek the LORD, that he may come and rain 

salvation upon you. You have plowed iniquity, you have reaped injustice, you have eaten 

the fruit of lies. Because you have trusted in your chariots and in the multitude of your 

warriors, therefore the tumult of war shall arise among your people, and all your fortresses 

shall be destroyed, as Shalman destroyed Beth-ar′bel on the day of battle; mothers were 

dashed in pieces with their children. Thus it shall be done to you, O house of Israel, because 

of your great wickedness. In the storm the king of Israel shall be utterly cut off.

And when it was day, he called his disciples, and chose from them twelve, whom 

he named apostles; Simon, whom he named Peter, and Andrew his brother, and James and 

John, and Philip, and Bartholomew, and Matthew, and Thomas, and James the son of 

Alphaeus, and Simon who was called the Zealot, and Judas the son of James, and Judas 

Iscariot, who became a traitor. And he came down with them and stood on a level place, 

with a great crowd of his disciples and a great multitude of people from all Judea and 

Jerusalem and the seacoast of Tyre and Sidon, who came to hear him and to be healed of 

their diseases; and those who were troubled with unclean spirits were cured. And all the 

crowd sought to touch him, for power came forth from him and healed them all. And he 

lifted up his eyes on his disciples, and said: “Blessed are you poor, for yours is the kingdom 

of God. Blessed are you that hunger now, for you shall be satisfied. Blessed are you that 

weep now, for you shall laugh. Blessed are you when men hate you, and when they exclude 

you and revile you, and cast out your name as evil, on account of the Son of man! Rejoice 

in that day, and leap for joy, for behold, your reward is great in heaven; for so their fathers 

did to the prophets. But woe to you that are rich, for you have received your consolation.
